During the commemoration of 71 Anniversary of The Warsaw Uprising 1944 the guest of honour,
Mr Zbigniew Leman who was an insurgent and a soldier of the Home Army (AK) gave an
interesting lecture on the geopolitical situation during the Second World War and the struggle of
the Home Army in the fight for a free and sovereign Poland.

During the commemoration in honour of Captain Witold Pilecki at the Jewish Holocaust Centre in
Melbourne on February 16, 2014 which was attended by over 300 guests with representatives of
Victorian local authorities, Polish and Israel Ambasadors, Polish and Jewish communities in
Australia, historic organizations and Polish and Australian media including a few senior prominent
guests, as a key participant and World War Il veteran belonging to the Home Army, Mr Zbigniew
Leman, shared experiences from his involvement in the Warsaw Uprising 1944.

At the age of 94, Mr Leman is still a very active participant in the life of the Polish community in
Melbourne. As a member of the board of the Pilecki Project Committee he took part in organising
all historical exhibitions including the exhibition commemorating Captain Witold Pilecki The Only
Volunteer to KL Auschwitz at the Jewish Holocaust Centre in February 2014, the exhibition about
Warsaw Uprising 1944 and Captain Witold Pilecki at the Atrium of the Federation Square,
Melbourne in October 2015 and at the Kadimah Jewish Cultural Centre in November 2017, giving
speeches on his dramatic war experiences to Australian audiences.
